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ASSEMBLY PANEL ADVANCESBILL TO CREATE

SPECIAL LICENSE PLATESFOR GOLD STAR PARENTS
Measure Would Authorize Plate for Parents of Those Killed on Active Duty

(TRENTON) — Legidation sponsored by Assemblymen Jack Conners, Nelson T. Albano and
Matthew W. Milam that would create aspecid license platefor the parents of soldierskilled on active duty
was released today by an Assembly committee.

The bill (A-2725) authorizesaspecid Gold Star Parent license platefor the parents of servicemen
and servicewomen who logt their lives while on active duty for the United States. Stepparents and foster
parents could aso be anong those digible.

The design would include agold star and the words “Gold Star Parent.”

“Nothing we can do can help parents overcome the loss of achild, but at the very least we can do
thisto honor those who lost achild on active duty,” said Conners (D- BurlingtoryCamden), chairman of the
Assambly Military and Veterans Affairs Committee that released the bill. “ Thisisasmple way to offer our
condolences and gratitude to families who have made the ultimate sacrifice”

Thebill proposesa$25initid feein addition to the registration feesrequired by law. Thisfeewould
help defray the costs of manufacturing the Gold Star Parent license plates.

“Thiswould provide parentswho lost achild on active duty some proper recognition,” said Albano
(D-Atlantic/Cape May/Cumberland). “We cannot make up for their loss, but we can honor them with this
smple step.”

“Gold Star parents are the parents of heroes,” said Milam (D-Atlantic/Cape May/Cumberland).
“Honoring them with this basic sep is smply the right thing to do.”

The bill was released by a 5-0 vote and was referred to the Assembly trangportation pand for
further consderation.
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
